Host an International Student  

Hosting an international student is a wonderful opportunity to learn about another culture and make 
lasting friendships. Our international students usually come from Japan, South Korea, Europe and South 
America. Short term study tour students join us for 1 – 2 weeks and longer term, study abroad, students 
join us for between 1 to 4 terms.  

When hosting a student you’ll receive an initial briefing and our ongoing support. Families receive 
generous remuneration to offset any costs and to allow spending money for the whole family to enjoy 
great experiences in Australia.
